План проведения открытого урока на тему:

 «Нью-Йорк» в 9 классе.

Дата проведения: 24 ноября 2008 года
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Цели урока: развитие монологической и диалогической речи учащихся с использованием новых выражений по теме «Нью-Йорк», формирование лингво-культурной компетенции учащихся.
Задачи урока:

· Образовательные: развитие кругозора по теме «Нью-Йорк», употребление артикля с географическими названиями и названиями городских объектов, употребление артикля с существительными «bed, church, college, university, hospital, prison, school»; образование существительных с помощью суффиксов -ness, -ship, -dom, -hood.

·  Развивающие: формировать у учащихся внутреннюю мотивацию к изучению языка и культуры; развивать их память, языковые навыки; учить преодолению «языкового» барьера, чувствовать себя свободно при общении на английском языке, способствовать эффективной обработке школьниками языкового программного материала; реализовать межпредметные связи (география, история, литература).

· Воспитательные: формировать  лингво-культурную компетенцию учащихся; приобщать к другой культуре, сопоставлять свою и другую культуру; воспитывать дух толерантности, уважения к культуре и истории других стран и народов.
Оборудование урока:

3) Распечатки 4 видов текстов о Нью-Йорке с различными видами заданий;

Ход урока
I. Звучит песня Ф. Синатры «Нью-Йорк, Нью-Йорк» на фоне видов города.
As you have understood from this song, the subject of our today’s lesson is “New-York”. Today we will speak not only about the city, but also about English in our life. We should discuss if we can use our knowledge of English just now. 

First of all I want you to look at the map of USA and find New-York, which is situated in the east of the country. And now we’ll read a new text about it. Prepare your pencils and put a “tick” if you knew the facts, “+” if you have found some new information, and “?” if there are facts you don’t understand. 

II. As far as the text is concerned, we can find some geographical names and the names of the city objects: Manhattan, the Rockefeller Centre, Wall Street, John F. Kennedy International airport. So we must revise the usage of the article “the” with them when it is necessary.
III. Your next task will be to use the following information for the description of New-York. You must fill in the gaps and be careful with the articles.
Do you think that we can compare New-York with Moscow? Why? Are there any beautiful and famous places in Moscow? What are they?
(Red Square, the Kremlin, Snt. Basil’s Cathedral, the Tretyakov Gallery, the Armoury Chamber, the Tsar Bell, the Tsar Cannon)

What places are of the same interest for tourists in New-York and in Moscow? Yegor Guskov will tell us about it.

In my opinion we must be proud of our capital, as Americans are proud of New-York, thought it is not the capital of the USA.

IV. In all big cities of the world there are churches, colleges, universities, schools, prisons, hospitals. What can you say about the usage of articles with these nouns? 

Tell us, please, some sentences
illustrating these rules.

Why do we use or not use article in these sentences?

1) I go to bed very early. 2) The bed is in the corner of the room. 3) My friends come to school at 8 o’clock every morning. 4) The school near my house is very big. 5) My sister is ill, let’s go to the hospital to visit her. 6) The robber was sent to prison. 7) She lives near the church. 8) My brother has been studying in college for 3 years.

V. We have read and learnt much about New-York and all of us will be glad to see the views of it. But one of your classmates Ann Jhuravlyova was lucky to visit Paris last year. I hope she is ready now to tell us if these two cities are different or similar?
VI. As we have mentioned earlier, the Rockefeller Centre is one of the most magnificent sights in New-York. And we have spoken about human values Rockefeller believed in, which are written on the sign in front of the building. Please, read this sign and say what parts of speech the underlined words are.

VII. Speaking about parts of speech you had to learn a rule about formation of nouns using suffixes –ness, -ship, -dom, -hood.

Can you form nouns from these words?

1) friend-ship; 2) kind-ness; 3) neighbour-hood; 4) free-dom; 5)hild-hood; 6) leader-ship; 7) relation-ship; 8)star-dom.

I want you to answer some my questions with these nouns:

1) Is their friendship in our class?

2) Is kindness popular among pupils of our school?

3) What villages are there in our neighbourhood?

4) Do you think that freedom is necessary for people?

5) Was your childhood happy and interesting?

6) Does anybody want to have leadership in our class?

7) Do you think that relationship between the teachers and pupils of our school is good?

8) People who have stardom are always happy, aren’t they?

VIII. Speaking about John Rockefeller as an aristocrat and a very interesting person. We should read about him again. There are 10 mistakes in this text. Read it carefully and find them.
IX. We have spoken about New-York as an important cultural centre of the country. We know that there are many museums, picture galleries, theatres, cinemas in it. That is why many Russian poets and writers liked to visit New-York. The outstanding American authors lived in and liked it too. In this occasion, Yegor Zakharkin will tell us something interesting about R. Bradbury, J. London and E. Hemingway.

X. Some people say that New-York has something for everybody. They say that restaurants are an important New-York attraction. Americans like to eat testy food. We, Russians, are not against it too. We even found the words which sound the same in Russian and in English. 

What are these words?

1) blintzes; 2) soup; 3) kasha; borscht; 5) pirogen; 6) salami; 7)bacon;  8) sandwich; 9) dessert; 10) delicatessen.

Vanya Dryagin will tell us if he likes hamburgers, sandwiches, cheeseburgers and what his mother cooks for his family.

XI. What do our pupils associate  New-York with? Dryagin and Zakharkin will tell us about it. What about Rodionova and Zhuravlyova?

XII. Look at the screen. This is a worm. He lives in New-York in a “Big Apple”. Worms like to live in apples. I don’t know why, but this worm knows much about Ateptsevo, about our school and our pupils, who learn about New-York. And he wants to be sure that you know everything about New-York perfectly will, because he wants to invite you to his native town next year. Are you ready?

XIV. As you know, English is becoming a universal language on our planet. One person out of six in the world knows English nowadays. It makes the people’s life more interesting and enjoyable.
But its greatest role will be in the nearest future when mankind starts solving the most important problems of war and peace, ecology, demography and many , many others.

XV. Do you think that we can use the knowledge of English not only speaking about New-York, but about other spheres of life too? Where can we use English know?

1) Will you be able to help your children when they go to school and begin to study English?

2) Can you read what products are of the Russian origin and what are imported? Which of them will you buy?

3) Can you understand the advertisements of the following electric appliances if they are written in English: a microwave oven, a camera, a mobile phone, a vacuum cleaner, a cordless phone, a talking alarm clock, a dishwasher etc.?

4) Can you write a letter and its address in English and send to your pen-friend?

5) Do you need to have a visa when you want to go abroad? Where must you go to get a visa? (Embassy). What must you write in your visa? a) my full name; b) passport number; c) date of birth; d) nationality; e) sex; f) marital status; g) mother’s and father’s full names; h) address; i) telephone number.

6) Do you know that Americans work there? And if you would be lucky to work there after finishing school, it will be very nice to speak with them without interpreter?

7) You know that if you want to work at “Elinar” in future, you must know English well, don’t you?
— Because they have departments in many countries of the world and they need people who can work there.
